C.R.A.A.P. TEST for Websites 
Current? (up-to-date status of the information)
· When was the information published or posted?

· Has the information been revised or updated, appropriately for the topic?

Related? (how the information fits your needs)
· Does the information relate to your topic or answer your question?

· Who was it written for? (is it right-on or  too elementary or advanced for your needs?)
Author?  (the source of the information)
· Who is the author/organization/sponsor?

· Is there contact information? Is there background information ?
· Does the author or organization seem qualified to write about the topic?
Accurate?  (the reliability, truthfulness, and correctness of the content)
· Is  the information supported by evidence?

· Can you verify any of the information in another source or from personal knowledge?

· Are there political, cultural, religious, institutional, or personal biases?

· Are there spelling, grammar, or other errors?
Purpose?  (the reason the information exists)
· What is the purpose of the information? to inform? teach? sell? entertain? persuade?

· Is the information presented as fact? opinion? 
· Does the URL reveal anything about the author or source?

   Examples: .com (commercial), .edu (educational), .gov (U.S. government), 
               .org (nonprofit organization), .mil (military) , ~ (personal site), .name (personal site)
